Markus Del Monego - Tastingbook : 91/100 
Dark purple colour with violet hue. Discreet nose with blackcurrants and aromatic herbs, 
floral hints of wisteria, discreet spiciness. On the palate ripe yet firm tannins, sweet fruit, 
medium bodied with good length.

James Suckling : 90-91/100
Bright, brambly berries and cherries, with a touch of olives, paprika and spices. Quite juicy 
and firm, this has nicely chewy tannins, medium body and a linear finish. Not a vintage for 
depth, but there is immediate appeal if you’re looking for brightness.

TimAtkin.com- Rod Smith MW : 90/100 
A little closed and tight with blackberry fruit including cassis and bramble and just a touch 
of spice. Juicy in the mouth with dry tannins and fresh acidity. This is a structured and quite 
traditional ‘claret’ style wine, but well made and should provide excellent mid to long term drinking.

Yves Beck : 93-95/100
Le bouquet de Bellegrave se distingue par sa subtilité et son authenticité. Ainsi, il révèle de délicates 
nuances florales, fruitées et mentholées sur un fond de graphite. En bouche, le vin se distingue par son 
caractère linéaire et sa puissance mesurée. Soutenu par des tannins compacts, il dispose d’une acidité struc-
turante et rafraîchissante conférant une touche saline à la finale. Un vin accompli et prometteur. 2029-2046
